Washington state lawmakers 
passed the Clean Buildings 
Law (HB1257, 2019) to begin 
to reduce greenhouse gas 
emissions from commercial 
buildings greater than 50,000 
square feet.

WHY DID YOU JOIN THE ACCELERATOR?
