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How Natural Gas Gets To You
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Fossil Fuel
Found in deep underground 
reservoirs formed by porous rock.

Wellhead
From wellhead, natural gas 
travels thousands of miles 
through interstate pipelines.

Compressor Station
These stations are located every 
50-60 miles along the pipeline to 
boost pressure lost through friction.

Underground Facility
Near Chehalis, a portion of natural 
gas is stored underground at a 
facility called Jackson Prairie.

City Gate Station
Where it is reduced in pressure, 
metered and injected with the 
odorant mercaptan

Distribution Network
Natural gas is then distributed 
through 12,000 miles of steel and 
plastic pipeline to serve you.
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District Regulator
Natural gas moves to a district 
regulator, which reduces the natural 
gas pressure to a level safe to 
deliver to customers through a 
distribution network.
